Step 3) Pledge to make a meaningful monetary contribution back to MCC, once a year, from all the profits your 
company will earn by offering everyday Americans the opportunity to purchase a new gift directly in your store for a 
Military Child or Teen, above their already planned purchase(s) at your retail establishment.
